Located on the campus of the Greensboro (NC) Complex, the Greensboro Aquatic Center (GAC)
has evolved into the largest indoor aquatic center in the country (105,323 sq. ft.). Built at a cost of
nearly $19 million, the GAC's versatility showcases its capabilities to host all major aquatic sports —

compelitive swimming and diving, water polo, and artistic swimming — in a single facility.

Since its opening in 2011, the state-of-the-art, multi-purpose, four-pool venue has compiled an
impressive national event hosting resume, including numerous USA Swimming, U.S. Masters, USA
Diving, USA Artistic Swimming, NCAA, ACC, and YMCA national championships. The GAC also
serves the Piedmont Triad community of central North Carolina through its daily hosting of fitness

classes, club and high school swim and dive team practices, private and group swim lessons, and its
unique partnership with Guilford County Schools in the development of a privately financed,
curriculum-based ‘Learn to Swim’ healthy lifestyle program that has garnered national acclaim.

1.Swimming is only allowed when there is a lifeguard on duty.
2. All swimmers must shower before entering the pool.
3. All swimmers must wear a swimsuit. Tshirts, cut offs, sweat pants,

basketball shorts, gym shorts, efe. are not permitted. Individuals who are

not potty4rained must wear swim diapers in addition to swimming suit.

4.lap lanes are for lap swimming only.

5.Neo running on the pool deck.

6.No diving into the recreation pool or shallow areas of the training pool.

7.No flotation devices are allowed in the pool. NO EXCEPTIONS.

8.No horseplay, hanging on lane lines, inappropriate behavior or
excessive splashing is allowed.

9.Diving blocks are to be used ONLY by authorized teams and instructors
for instructional purposes.

10.The competition pooel is reserved for meets and contracted club teams.
No public permitted.

11.Lop lanes are intended to accommodate multiple swimmers
simultaneously and guests are encouraged to abide by this rule. GAC
staff may ask patrons fo share lanes when pool accommedations are
limited.

12.Patrons under 18 must be able to pass a swim fest in order to enter the
training pool. Swim test is conducted as follows: jump in the water from
the side, recover to the surface, swim 25 yards with a competent stroke
(front crawl or breastsiroke), tread water for 1 minute, then exit the
water. *Lifejackets cannot be worn.

13. All diving boards and diving platforms are closed to the public. Only
GAC authorized swim arganizations have access to diving boards and
platforms.

14.lifeguard stands are offimits fo everyone except lifeguards. Do not
stand under, on or in front of lifeguard stand.

15.Only swim team and swim lessons are allowed fo use GAC swim
equipment.

16.Life jackets are allowed to be given out to those who need them.

17.Only GAC authorized swim lessons are allowed in the facility.

18.Profanity or any offensive language is prohibited.

19.No pets, except for qualified service animals, are permitted in the pool
area. Pefs are not allowed in the pool.

20.The use of any alcohol or tobacco products is prohibited.

21.Guests with open sores, cuts, bandages or communicable diseases are
not permitted in the pool.

Water
walking may be allowed at the discrefion of GAC Management.
In the event a swimmer wants to use a lap lane, water walkers are
required fo move out of the lane.

31.Woeapons of any description, including firearms, are prohibited.
Weapons carried with a permit are also prohibited.

Here at the GAC we offer both private lessons and semi-
private lessons for more one-on-one instruction to better fit
the needs of individuals. Private Swim Lessons are for
anyone (children or adults) at least 3 years old.
Participants under the age of 3 must obtain GAC
approval prior to registration.

The GAC offers lessons in both our Recreation pool and
Training pool. The location of the lessons will depend on
time/pool space. Each pool has different temperatures
and depths. The Rec pool is warmer with a depth of 3 ft-
4 f., while the Training pool is an Olympic-size pool with
a cooler temperature and has a depth of 4f- 7f.

We offer private lessons on weekdays and weekends.

16 | SWIM LESSONS
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Preschool Aquatics
Ratio 6:1 (Ages 3-5)

American Red Cross Preschool Aquatics is designed for children 3
and 5 years of age. The purpose of the course is to facilitate
developmentally appropriate learning of fundamental water safety
and aquatic skills.

Preschool Level 1

Preschool Level 1 is designed fo orient young preschoolers to the

aquatic environment and to help them gain basic aquatic skills. In
addition, participants start learning about how to be safe around
water.

Preschool Level 2

Preschool Level 2 builds on the basic aquatic skills and water safety
skills and concepts learned in level 1. Participants begin fo perform
skills at a slightly more advanced level and begin gaining
rudimentary propulsive skill on both the front and the back. Many
skills in Level 1 are performed with assistance. In this level marks the
beginning of independent aquatic locomotion skills. Children
continue to explore using simulianeous and alfernating arm and leg
actions on the frant and back to gain greater proficiency in
preparation for performing strokes.

Preschool Level 3

The objective of level 3 is to increase children’s proficiency in
performing previously learned skills. This is accomplished by
providing additional guided practice and increasing repetitions,
distances, times or levels of refinement. The skills in Level 3 are
performed independently. Children improve their coordination and
conirol of combined simultaneous arm and leg actions and
alternating arm and leg actions. New water safety topics are
introduced, and previously acquired water safety knowledge and
skills are reinforced.

Youth Lessons

Ratio 6:1 (Ages 6-13)

American Red Cross Learnto-Swim Program (Youth lessons here at the
GAC) are designed for children 6 through 13 years of age. The
purpose of the course is fo facilitate learning of water safety and
aquatic skills to and through proficiency. These programs infroduce
fundamentdl skills as well as more advanced skill growth opportunities
as swimmers progress through to higher levels.

Youth Level 1: Introduction to Water Skills

This level is designed to orient participants to the aquatic
environment and to help them gain basic aquatic skills. In addition,

participants start learning about how to be safe around water.

Youth Level 2: Fundamental Aquatic Skills

Level 2 builds on the basic aquatic skills and water safety skills and
concepts learned in Level 1. Parficipants begin to perform skills at a
slightly more advanced level and begin gaining rudimentary
propulsive skills on both the front and the back. This level marks the
beginning of independent aquatic locomotion skills.

Youth Level 3: Stroke DeVe|opmenf

The obijectives of Level 3 are to expand proficiency of previously
learned skills by providing additional guided practice. Participants
learn and practice survival floating and learn to swim front crawl
and elementary backstroke at rudimentary proficiency levels. As in
all levels, new and previously addressed water safety topics are
included. Parficipants who successfully complete Level 3 have
achieved basic water competency in a pool environment.

Youth Level 4: Stroke Improvement

Level 4 seeks to improve participants’ proficiency in performing the
swimming strokes that were intfraduced in Level 3. Participants
perform these strokes with increased proficiency and are able to
swim them for greater distances. In addition, parficipants learn the
arm actions that accompany breaststroke kick in order to begin
performing the breaststroke at rudimentary proficiency levels.
Participants also learn the back crawl and butterfly at rudimentary
proficiency levels, in addition to the basics of performing o simple
open turn at a wall.

Youth Level 5 & 6 (GAC WAVES): Ratio 10:1

Stroke Refinement & Swimming for Fitness

GAC Waves aims fo refine participants' performance of all 4
competitive swimming strokes (front crawl, back crawl, butterfly,
breaststroke| for increased proficiency and longer distances.
Participants also learn to perform flip furns on both front and back,
focusing on efficiency and effectiveness.

. Prevent, recognize and respond to aquatic emergencies.
« Provide professionaHevel care for breathing and cardiac
emergencies, injuries, and sudden illnesses until emergency
medical services (EMS) professionals take over.

Course Prerequisites
To participate in the Lifeguarding course, parficipants must:
« Be af least 15 years old on or before the final scheduled
session of the Lifeguarding course.
« Successfully complete the two prerequisite swimming skills
evaluations:

Prerequisite 1: Complete a swim-read-swim sequence without
stopping fo restf:
o Jump into the water and totally submerge, resurface then
swim 150 yards using the front crawl, breasisiroke or a
combination of both. (Swimming on the back or side is
not permitied. Swim goggles are allowed)
o Maintain position at the surface of the water for 2
minutes by treading water using only the legs
o Swim 50 yards using the front crawl, breaststroke or a
combination of both

Prerequisite 2: Complete a timed event within 1 minute, 40
seconds:

o Starting in the water, swim 20 yards. (The face may be
in or out of the water. Swim goggles are not allowed).

o Submerge to a depth of 7-10 feet fo refrieve a 10-pound
object.

o Return to the surface and swim 20 yards ono the back to
return to the starting point, holding the object at the
surface with both hands and keeping the face out at or
near the surface.

o Exit the water without using a ladder or steps.
